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SOLOMON’S TEMPLE

Solomon’s elaborate Temple included a huge bronze bowl mounted on 12
oxen made of bronze (A) where priests performed their cleansing rituals.
A spacious altar for sacrificing animals (B) was in the courtyard area. The
most important part of the Temple was the Holy of Holies (C) inside, where
the Ark of the Covenant resided.
